It’s the area of the nail that contains a blood vessel and
nerves. If cut, it will be painful and bleed.

Naturally, dogs don’t like having their paws touched. Get
them use to the feeling by handling their paws daily. This
shouldn’t be longer than 5 seconds at a time. You can give
them treats right after!

Push back the dog’s hair to expose the nail.

Cut the nail right before the quick. In white nails, the quick
appears pink. In black nails, you will have to visualize its

approximate location. It is wise to cut little by little. )

On your first try, do not attempt to cut all the nails
at once. This could be fedious and create a negative
experience. Start with one nail and reward your dog
